What is a community garden?

A community/neighborhood garden is an area of land maintained by members growing fresh food for their individual households.  Participants harvest produce from their own plots, though sometimes agreements are made to share or barter.  Each household volunteers for the community garden for at least 5 hours during the season on work teams, committees and/or workdays.  Each gardener chooses the design, organic pest control and foods they want to grow.  All are welcome and have access to fellow members who are willing to share tips and teach.

¿Que es un huerto comunitario?

El huerto comunitario es un modo para que la gente de la zona tenga acceso a terrenos donde puedan sembrar comida para su familia.  Los miembros pueden cosechar unicamente de sus propias parcels a menos de que tengan un acuerdo con otras personas del huerto.  Cada familia contribuye 5 horas de trabajo voluntario cada temporada.  No solo puedo uno cultivar su propia comida sino que tambien tiene acceso a gente de todo nivel de conocimiento.

How much does it cost?

Cost for the 2004 season is $6 and up depending on the size of your plot.  Some supplies such as compost, seeds, tools and water access are included in your fee.  Gardening experience is not required!
